CODE OF CONDUCT  
 
FOR THE WELFARE OF THE HORSE 
  
The Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI) expects all those involved in International Equestrian sport to adhere 
to the FEI’s Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the welfare of the horse must be 
paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial influences. 

1. At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses’ welfare must take precedence over 
all other demands. This includes good horse management, training methods, farriery and tack, and 
transportation. 

2. Horses and Athletes must be fit, competent and in good health, before they are allowed to compete. This 
encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or safety, pregnancy in mares and 
the misuse of aids. 

3. Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to the competition areas, 
ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fitness of the horse for onward travel after 
the Event. 

4. Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have competed and 
that they are treated humanely when their competition careers are over. This covers proper Veterinary 
care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement. 

5. The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their areas of expertise.

RESTRICTIONS:  

The system does not save any unpaid entries. All owners & Riders must be members of, and all 
horses/ponies must be registered with the discipline in which they wish to compete as well as 
a Club in their Province.  
The organising committee in consultation with the discipline Representative reserves the right 
to combine, handicap, divide or cancel classes should this be necessary, always provided such 
amendments are not in conflict with the rules. Where necessary, classes may be restricted to 
qualifications. 80% of entry fees will be refunded should the classes be cancelled due to 
inclement weather conditions. 

  
PRIZEMONEY: A minimum of 60% net of entry fees less levies and VAT for CSN (Open) classes plus 

sponsorship and 40% less levies and VAT Provincial (Novice & Welcome) classes plus 
sponsorship per class.  

 
SUBSTITUTIONS: A substitution is a change of EITHER a horse or rider. 
 
DRESS:       Jackets Only. Competitors are required to be correctly dressed at all times 

No Provincial or other T/Golf Shirts will be allowed. No Dressage waistcoats will be permitted.

All protests and Objections must be done in writing within the required timelines 
and in receipt of a R750 deposit.

2. The organisers reserve the right to cancel, combine, handicap and restrict classes.
